categories is considered to be of ROC nationality:
i. A person whose father or mother was, at the time of the person’s birth, a citizen of ROC.
ii. A person born after the death of his (her) father or mother who was, at the time of the parent’s death, a citizen of
ROC.

iii. A person born in the territory of ROC and whose parents are both unknown or are stateless.
iv. A naturalized person.

You were of ROC nationality, but it has been less than eight years since the date on which your ROC nationality was
revoked by approval of the Ministry of Interior. The lapse time is counted up till the date when classes begin for the
semester you are seeking admission.

3. Applicants must have a reasonable command of the Chinese language and a good record of conduct. Qualified
candidates who are deficient in the Chinese language are required to enroll in a language-training course at their own
expense after their arrival.

4. Applicants are required to submit the following materials to the Division of Foreign Student Affairs (for
undergraduate programs or Graduate Studies for graduate programs),Office of International Affairs:

A photocopy of diploma from the highest educational institution completed (translated into Chinese or English). The
diploma shall be certified according to the guidelines of the Ministry of Education governing authentication of overseas
academic degrees.
Official transcript of academic records (translated into Chinese or English) with grade point average (preferable on a 0-4
scale) from each institution attended (high school for those seeking undergraduate admission; university/college for those
applying to MS or PhD programs).
Two letters of recommendation.
A study plan, written in Chinese or English.
Autobiography within 300~500 words, written in Chinese or English.
Proof of financial sufficiency.
Telephone interview agreement.

For documents listed in items 2 and 3 above, the copy of the documents and their Chinese or English translation shall be

certified by ROC’s embassies, consulates or representative offices abroad. Alternatively, the exact copy or translation may be
notarized by a local notary public authorized by ROC’s embassies, consulates or representative offices. In this later case, a copy of
the certificate granting this authorization should accompany the documents.

5. Application Deadline: The University must receive all application materials by March 31% each year. International
students are allowed to enroll in Fall semester (September) only.
6. There is no deadline for application for those who apply only to study the Chinese language.
